Call to Order:  Susan Voeltz called the 
meeting to order at 12:00pm.  Pledge of 
Allegiance and Zonta Prayer followed the 
call to order. Pin penalty was collected and 
the agenda approved. 
 
Consent Agenda:  Minutes from the Octo-
ber 7th board meeting were previously 
distributed via e-mail.  A typo was noted in 
the distributed minutes that were corrected 
at this meeting and the minutes will be 
corrected prior to distribution.  Treasurer’s 
report dated October 31st was also previ-
ously distributed via e-mail.   
Debbie Grant made a motion to approve 
the consent agenda, with the revised min-
utes.  Motion was seconded by Sue Dropp.  
Motion was approved. 
 
Correspondence and requests: 
Thank you notes from Anna Marie’s and 
Journey Home were distributed. 
 
Business:   
Storage of Reports - There was a discus-
sion regarding preparing reports on fund-
raisers and locating this information in a 
place accessible to all members for refer-
ence.  A format for recording fundraiser 
information was decided upon and will be 
updated following each fundraiser.  The 
report will be stored in the member’s only 
archive on our website. 
Service Funds – Distribution Allocation – 
Anna Marie’s receives 40% of local fund-
raising dollars and Journey Home receives 
20%.  This decision was made by member-
ship following presentations by both or-
ganizations in 2002.  The main reasons 
were 1) Journey Home has corporate back-
ing from CentraCare and 2) Anna Marie’s 
sees more people.  Any changes to this 
must be approved by membership.   
International Donation Percentage -   
There was a discussion about increasing 
International donations to 30% of fundrais-
ing dollars.  Pros and cons were voiced.  A 
suggestion was made to ask Sue Keirstad 
to do her presentation on Zonta Foundation 
income.  There was a proposal made to 

freeze donations to Journey Home and 
Anna Maries for a year in order to increase 
the percentage given to International.  
Various statistics were reviewed.  No deci-
sions made, although there will be a re-
quest for individual donations to Interna-
tional at the next business meeting.  Nuts 
will be sold at Christmas House this year 
with all proceeds going to Zonta Interna-
tional.  Deb Kellerman will purchase the 
supply on her corporate card and will not 
bill the club for any unsold nuts.  She will 
also oversee the sales at Christmas House. 
Club Awards – Susan Voeltz distributed 
the committee club awards given to St 
Cloud at the District 7 seminar in October. 
Calendar – There was a discussion re-
garding possibly combining and/or chang-
ing the April and May meetings.  After 
discussion it was decided to stay with the 
noon April Program meeting, Susan Voeltz 
will contact Sue Keirstad and ask her to do 
a presentation on the Zonta International 
Foundation. The month of May will only 
have an evening Annual Meeting with In-
stallation and will be scheduled for May 
12th.  There will not be a noon Business or 
Program meeting in May.  Susan Voeltz is 
going to check with the Holiday Inn and 
Kelly Inn regarding costs for doing the 
event there. It was also highly suggested 
that committee’s continue to meet during 
the summer months and that the dates be 
placed on calendars NOW. The suggestion 
was it continue to be on Thursdays. 
Committee Updates: 
Service:  Angie Ebnet reviewed requests 
received that didn’t meet our mission.  She 
recommended to the Board that we hold 
off on Boys & Girls Club until after Janu-
ary as we received 10-12 requests a year 
for funding and she doesn’t feel we should 
give all our funds to one organization.  The 
Board Agreed. 
Christmas House:  LeAnne Miller up-
dated the Board on the status of Christmas 
House. All tickets are out.  Help is re-
quested on performing follow-up calls to 
sponsors.  Advertising is in place.  Sign-up 
sheets are going around and Saturday still 
needs a lot of help.  Everything is on track! 
Herberger’s Booklets – We need to sell at 
least 50 books and sell in store two times 
in order to sell on day of sale.  So far, we 
have sold 60-65 books.  LeAnne Miller is 
coordinating this. 
Pen Pal Program – nothing to report

Golf Outing – We are changing the date to 
match the date of the District 7 meeting in 
2011.  Debbie Grant will check with Rich 
Springs Golf Course to reserve the date.  A 
new chair for this committee has not yet 
been confirmed, but is close to being con-
firmed. 
Membership:  Two new members were 
proposed:  Amy Claude and Rev Janine 
Olson.

A revised 
press release has been sent to the St Cloud 
Times.

The main choices 
were establishing a link, copying the infor-
mation entirely in the message or bulleting 
the information with a link for further in-
formation.  The final consensus was to 
bullet/summarize the information and pro-
vide a link to the source so the member can 
read more at their convenience.

Joy Sherwood from Scheper’s Jewelers will do 
a gold party at the convention. The percentage 
above what is paid out will go to Zonta for  
International. 
 
Membership:  Deb Kellerman informed the 
membership of two new members. Our new 
members are Amy Claude and Reverend Janine 
Olson. 

The membership committee will send out re-
invitation letters to past members. Nancy will 
get Deb Kellerman her old roster which will 
help provide past names. We could e-mail them 
an invite to the holiday social on December 9, 
2010. 
 
Presidential Service Award: This will be on 
display at the Christmas House. 
International Fundraising: We are not at the 
33% level that Zonta would like to see each 
club at for donations to International efforts. 
Our dollars have increased because of the in-
take in fundraising that we do. We are sending 
approximately 18% of everything raised to 
Zonta International. The breakdown is below, 
but with special fundraisers like Change for 
Change we are a little more than the 15%. 
 
40% to Anna Marie’s Alliance 
20% to Journey Home 
15% Zonta International 
10% Scholarships 
9% Convention Fund 
5% Misc. Service 
1% Operating 
 
Deb Kellerman added that the nut sale at the 
Christmas House is to go to International as this  
has been her idea and her request, so she can 
direct proceeds there. The comment was made 
that funds should be disclosed on fundraising 
marketing information, so people know what 
they are donating money to. Deb’s comments 
were that we are a reputable organization and 
that we shouldn’t have to disclose where the 
funds go. 
 
Deb Grant would like to see how this year goes 
with the Change for Change and the holiday nut 
sale proceeds going to International. 
 
Nancy added that it has been an issue with 
Christmas House in the past and corporate 
sponsors and other donors want to be assured 
that the funds go to local needs. 
 
LeAnne Miller likes the idea of how it is allo-
cated currently. 18% went last year, although 
our breakdown above is 15%. 
 
 
 

Susan Voeltz also explained information about 
the Rose Fund which is considered an Interna-
tional fund. 
 
The question was asked why the amounts that 
are given to Anna Marie’s and to Journey 
Home are different. There were several answers 
to this question. See below. 
 
Linda Linn explained that Anna Marie’s does-
n’t receive funds from Centra Care foundation 
and Journey Home does receive funds from 
Centra Care Foundation. Anna Marie’s does 
receive funds from United Way. These percent-
ages may be skewed now, but that is how it was 
determined several years ago. 
 
Nancy Fischer offered that we could revisit this 
in the spring and have both groups present to 
membership. Nancy Fischer also shared the 
historic reason that at the time Anna Marie’s 
served more individuals than Journey Home. 
Debbie Grant also confirmed this. 
 
Community Day Coupon books: The date of 
the sale is November 13th. 68 Booklets have 
been sold to date according to LeAnne Miller. 
She needs 3 more volunteers for Saturday. The 
proceeds go to the convention fund. 
 
Pen Pal Project– Jean Madsen is chairing the 
pen pal program. Some people have received a 
pen pal to date. 
 
Federation for the Blind Service Project– 
Spaghetti Dinner– This is being chaired by 
Jean Madsen, and she will be looking for volun-
teers as we come closer to the January date-
January 21, 2011. 
 
Christmas House Committee: Deb Kellerman 
passed around the Hostess Schedule and asked 
people to sign up to help.
