On 2 July 1928, as Amelia Earhart, world-famed aviator and the 
first woman to fly across the Atlantic Ocean as a passenger,  
approached the shores of the United States on her triumphant  
return home, she was handed this radiogram:  

Boston Zonta Club is proud to welcome you as a 
member.  

Signed Alice Bradley, 
President  

A few weeks later, she was inducted into Zonta International and 
served as an active member first in the Boston club and later in the 
New York club until her tragic and untimely disappearance in 
1937. An outstanding woman with a charismatic personality, 
Earhart was universally admired around the world for her "wildly 
daring" but "never reckless" courage.

Business:  
Club Awards:  Discussion on club awards and 
what we do well to submit for recognition.  
Debbie Grant shared that she feels that it isn’t 
important to do something to get the award, but 
rather if we do something well we should share 
is for best practices and possibly be awarded.

Area Three Director:  Alice Smith, Brainerd, 
has been invited to attend the May Annual 
meeting for the Induction of new board mem-
bers and new members.

Christmas House-  1278 attended the 2010 
Christmas House (772 Friday and 506 on Satur-
day).  The sponsorships were up this year.   We 
collected 250 pounds of food and $12.00 for the 
Food Shelf.  Mary Nimmerfroh, Christmas 
House co-chair,  reported that 55% of the atten-
dees were on the mailing list.  We did not place 
a St. Cloud Times ad this year.  LeAnne Miller 
presented the Craft’s Direct idea regarding a 
silent auction of their display items, so that they 
do not have to haul everything back to the store.  
The club would receive anything above the 
value of the cost of the items.  Deb Kellerman 
shared the comments about selling the nuts.  
Other vendors would like to sell items at the 
Christmas House as well.  A portion of the 
proceeds collected would be donated  to the 
club.  This was a concern of the Christmas 
House Committee in the beginning as planning 
was going forward for the nut fundraiser.  If we 
would do this for future Christmas Houses we 
would have to have a house that would have a 
place to sell.  We would also have to advertise 
this as Deb Kellerman discovered many people 
to not bring their purses in or cash since it is a 
walk through.  
 
Linda Linn shared that in the past  when items 
were sold at the Christmas house we have had 
an issue with collecting sales tax, and that is 
why we stopped selling items at the Christmas 
house.

I  wanted to share some numbers with you - so you could share with the Zonta Club. November 

is always a busy month and this November we served  2332 households. 

We distr ibuted 173,505 pounds of food, not counting over 10,000 pounds in turkey certificates.   

As a compar ison, in 2009 we served 2082 households, and distr ibuted 165,093 pounds of food,  

and in 2008 we served 1755 households, while distr ibuting 133,278 pounds of food.
