International Convention in Italy:  
Registration is open for the International 
Convention this summer.  Early registra-
tion ends on 4/1/12.  The resolution 
passed by the Board regarding funding 
delegates and alternates was reviewed.  In 
summary, our convention fund will pay 
up to $3,000 each (not to exceed funds 
available) for delegate(s) at conventions 
taking place off the North American   
continent and up to $500 to each alternate 
(not to exceed funds available).  The  
intent of the $500 is to cover registration 
and the gala banquet where the induction 
ceremonies take place.  When the       
convention takes place on the North 
American continent, the maximum for 
each delegate will be $2,000 (not to ex-
ceed funds available).

Nancy Fisher recollected that Mary Kne-
vel, a deceased former Zontian, was a 
college roommate of Amelia Earhart’s.  It 
was noted that today’s agenda had little 
airplanes as a top border!
