Affect on income: If we had used the proposed formula this past fiscal year, Convention income would have been reduced by $123 and Operating expenses would have gone up by $123.  This could cover our web site expenses.

Also – note that effective 03/06/06, Service Committee decided to round the resulting percentages to multiples of 5 – so strict percentages are not being utilized.  Using this rounding method, the dollar amount would have been $125.

The proposed service money distribution was approved by the Board on 09/07/06 to be presented for membership approval on 09/14/06.
